
 
AWARDS INFORMATION  
RIBBONS AND POINTS  

Ribbons will be awarded through 6th place except for Crossrails and Walk Trot divisions  
which will be awarded through 8th place. You must ride in two classes per division to  
qualify for the Show Championships. If there is only one horse competing in a class, a  
ribbon will be awarded but no points will apply toward championship and half points will  
apply towards year-end awards. Points are awarded as follows: 1st place 6 points, 2nd  
place 4 points, 3rd place 3 points, 4th place 2 points, 5th place 1 point. If there are 11 or  
more entries add 2 points per place. If there are 20 or more in a class, the class will be  
split. Champion and Reserve Champion are awarded in the following divisions:

horses throughout the year. One exception is the Crossrail Horse classes-the same horse  
must be ridden in this division all year. The horse accumulates points in the hunter class  
regardless of the rider. (However, two riders may ride the same horse in the same class).  
The points awarded for the under saddle classes will be full points as well. In the  
Crossrail rider, Walk/Trot, and Mini Equitation divisions once a rider has won the year- 
end Champion or Reserve Champion Award, they will not be eligible to show again in that  
division. In the Crossrail Horse, and Baby Green divisions once a horse has won the year- 
end Champion or Reserve Champion Award, they will not be eligible to show again in that  
division.
